Give thanks for all the work being done to 
progress the work of the wider Tearfund 
Family.  Pray for continued inspiration and 
motivation to deepen our shared commit-
ment of partnering with God in his mission 
on the earth.

Middle East: Please pray for our partners Thimar/
LSESD as they navigate the difficult situation hap-
pening in Israel and southern Lebanon.  Pray for the 
safety of their entire staff, their families, volunteers 
and those whom they serve.  Ultimately, join us in 
praying for peace in the entire region. Pray for hu-
manitarian corridors to be opened and a ceasefire to 
protect aid workers. Pray that civilians will be pro-
tected, and that human life will be respected.

Ethiopia: Our colleagues in Ethiopia tell us that on-
going tensions and localised conflict remain between 
various ethnic groups which are causing instability 
around the country. Ethiopia is still facing food inse-
curity due to failed rains and poor harvests.  On top 
of all this, it has been reported that locusts have be-
gun to move into the region once again.  Please pray 
that the locusts will not advance, will not multiply 
and will not destroy what few crops remain.  

World Without Orphans (WWO): The WWO network 
serves to see a world without orphans, where every 
child is cared for in a safe and loving family. The 
network is organising a global forum on the theme 
“Together from crisis to Hope” at the end of February 
2024. Please pray for the organisers as they prepare.
